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Scouting Ranks
· Scout Rank is similar to the Cub Scout Bobcat rank and introduces a youth to some of the basic items for a Troop Meeting.
· Tenderfoot, 2nd Class, and 1st Class ranks will introduce the youth to scouting skills necessary for them to participate with confidence in Troop outings and become a stronger member of the Troop.
· Star, Life, and Eagle ranks have the scouts take on leadership positions in the Troop. They will also    be required to earn merit badges which allow them to learn new skills that will be useful in life.
· The Troop will hold a new-parents meeting to provide more detailed information on the workings of a scout-led troop, the rank advancement process, merit badges, etc.
Troop Meetings

Adult Leaders

· Training is available for all roles and may be a requirement to take on that role. 
· All roles are required to complete the official online BSA Youth Protection course.
Registration and Dues
· All youth registering with Troop XYZ are asked to pay a one-time registration fee.
· For youth who are new to scouting, the initial registration fee is [Amount], which covers registration, BSA insurance, Scout Life Magazine, troop neckerchief, and woggle.
· For youth currently registered as a Cub Scout and transferring to Troop XYZ, the fee is [Amount],      which covers registration, troop neckerchief, and woggle. This fee is contingent on any changes in fees from our Council.
· All Scouts will be required to pay dues. Dues are collected at a rate of [Rate].

Fund Raising
Troop XYZ asks our Scouts to participate in various fundraising events each year.
· Each Scout is strongly encouraged to participate in Rainbow Council’s Annual Popcorn fundraiser. Proceeds from this fundraiser are used to fund the annual Troop XYZ budget, which provides everything we need for a quality scouting program.
